It is that time of the year again and on Sunday March 13™, e " pon fp T 1 | ing competition which the stu-
students and teachers of the International school of Port of K bt
Spain braved the elements to participate in the annual
beach clean up on Matura beach. The overcast day did
nothing to quell the enthusiasm of the students who spent
hours clearing the beach of debris that would otherwise
hinder the nesting of the Leatherback sea turtles. Having
the beach clear of debris/ logs/ rope, etc. really facilitates
the turtles when they attempt to nest. Otherwise they stum-
ble over bits of wood, get caught in rope and often lay their
eggs in ground too wet, shallow or even turn back to sea.

Founded in 1990, Nature Seekers have re-
duced the slaughtering of turtles on Matura beach to zero.

ISPS and Nature Seekers have shared a close relationship
going back many years. Nature Seekers have always been
extremely grateful for the continued efforts of ISPS in this
endeavor and this year was no exception. Likewise ISPS is
very appreciative of the efforts of Nature Seekers to edu-
cate the students of ISPS.

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Science Sharing

Seventh grade Watershedders take 4™ graders for water
testing in Fondes Amandes.

Fourth grade is now in the Exploration/Discovery Unit
while our Watershedders continue their tracking of water
quality and ecological work. During Science Week, the 7™
graders hosted the 4™ graders to St. Anne’s River to test
water quality. The mixed teams tested for dissolved oxy-
gen, Nitrates, e.coli, temperature, turbidity, ph, bottom
composition, and velocity. They also looked for BMIs,
the little “beasties”- bugs- in the water. The older students
not only showed and helped the younger ones do the tests
but explained what they meant.

Quotes from 7™ grade:

Zane: It was fun because we got to teach the other kids
about what we have been doing for the whole year.

Max: We actually got to teach, not just listen to the
teacher- a good experience.

Brynn: It was good to introduce the younger kids to some-
thing you do and love to do in grade 7.

Sydney: The ball (velocity) test was the best because the
younger kids all got turns to place the ball or use the
string.

Quotes from 4™ grade:

Andres: We measured how cold the water was, how fast
the current was in the water and we caught BMI’s.

Grace: Working with the 7" graders was fun, and we
learned about different species and the murkiness of wa-
ter.

Lena: We caught bugs, dragonflies and fish. [ had a lot of
fun and learned about BMI'’s.

We found that the water quality was good with high oxy-
gen levels, low nitrates, neutral ph, cool temperature, low
turbidity... in other words clear running stream. .. but with
e.coli. So do not drink the water!!!!

We are about to celebrate one
of our most important holidays
in Trinidad and To-

bago: Spiritual/Shouter Baptist
Liberation Day. Contrary to
popular belief, this holiday is
not merely a religious day dedi-
cated to the Spiritual/Shouter Baptists. Itis a hollday in
which everyone in T &T recognises our extraordinary abil-
ity to respect and celebrate everyone’s religion.

This holiday really represents the freedom to worship
how we please. The holiday commemorates the repeal of
the Shouter Prohibition Ordinance of 1917, a law in which
the British banned the Shouter Baptist religion from be-
ing practiced in the British West Indies.

Shouter Baptists secretly practiced their religion under
persecution. If caught, they were jailed without a

trial. On March 30, 1951 the Shouter Prohibition Ordi-
nance of 1917 was finally repealed.

Spiritual/Shouter Baptists spiritual hymns have had a
profound influence on our music. Growling Tiger, our
first national calypso monarch — and other early calypson-
ians—used Shouter Baptist rhythms in their music.

When Super Blue compared soca to a Shouter Baptist
prayer meeting he ushered in a new era in soca music
defined by pulsing rhythms that evoked a sense of spiritu-
ality. The Baptists complained “Soca Baptist” was sacrile-
gious and asked for it to be banned. It won Road March in
1980.

In 1986, David Rudder’s “Bahia Gyul” broke down the bar-
riers between traditional calypsonians performing in ca-
lypso tents, and lead singers from brass bands confined to
fetes. Aided by his “Bahia Gyul” with her Baptist rhythms,
Rudder, the lead singer for Charlie’s Roots, won every
competition in sight that year.

And then there’s “Get Something and Wave”
SuperBlue’s Road March-winning song of
1991 that became the definitive soca of the
1990 coup attempt by Yasin Abu Bakr. In this
song, Mother Muriel, a Baptist woman, as-
sures Trinbagonians, who were living under a
curfew, not to worry. “Soon Trinidad and To-
bago will rise again,” she promised.

The ISPS library invites parents to view our power point
presentation on the history of the Spiritual/ Shouter Bap-
tists. Just drop in, and we will arrange it for you. Enjoy
the holiday!

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The NGO Fondes Amandes Community Re-forestation
Project (FACRP) in St Ann's is celebrating its 15th annual
Dry Season Gayap, and once again inviting volunteers to
help in its drive to protect their forest from bush fires. This
year's Dry Season Gayap will be held for three days on the
weekend of Friday March 25 to Sunday March 27.

The programme has been successful and has drastically
reduced the incidence of fires - in fact, the project area has
been fire-free since 1997.

The annual gayap is part of the FACRP's Sustainable
Community Forestry Initiative which includes fire preven-
tion, tree-planting, wildlife conservation, eco-tourism
tours, production of jewelry using seeds and other natural
materials and a vacation camp, among its regular activi-
ties. Preventing forest fires does not only protect the natu-
ral environment and human habitation in the area; it is also
an important part of preserving the freshwater ecosystems
and supporting biodiversity of plant and animal life. The
gayap is part of FACRP's ongoing programme to preserve
the rich biodiversity of the area.
