The ISPS library salutes a world of reading during this, our 
International Week.  We take great pride in our interna-

tional collection for all ages ï including adults.  Reading is 

the foundation for your childôs education.   Itôs also the 

ticket to a whole new world of adventure.  When children 
read, they sharpen their analytical skills and comprehen-

sion skills.  Children who read are more confident and car-

ing.   

Here are some new books we have in the ISPS library:  

1.    The Last Dragon by Jane Yolan ï a beautiful graphic 

novel .  ñTwo hundred years ago, humans vanquished the 

dragons to the islands of May.  Now, the last of the drag-
ons rises to wreak havoc anew ï with only a healerôs 

daughter and a kite-flying would-be hero in its way.    

2.     Batouala (1922) by Rene Maran ï I learned about this 

important novel when I recently read a collection of Ernest 

Hemingwayôs newspaper articles written between 1921 
and 1925 for the Toronto Star.  Maran was a Martiniquais 

of Guyanese descent  who was born on a ship while his 

family was crossing the ocean for his father to take up a 

post in Gabon.  

He is  considered to be the father of ñnegritudeò.  The set-
ting for this novel is Ubangi-Shari, one of the four colonies 

comprising the French Congo or French Equatorial Africa 

at the time.  It  is the story of Batouala and the fragile hold 
he has on his village.   The novel portrays every day life in 

the village at that time and the tension with the French.  

Batouala turns the tables on Europeans who looked down 

on Africans and  allowed Batouala to describe the French 

in unflattering terms.   

 
The novel is mostly descriptive.  The tension comes from 

those around Batouala who would challenge his authori-

ty.  Ernest Hemingway wrote a review, so to speak, of the 
book in one of his articles.  We have that collection of 

Hemingwayôs Journalism as well.   

 

 

 

 

Maran was heavily criticised for his anti-colonial com-
ments.  The book has been published by  Kessinger Pub-

lishingôs Rare Reprints.  We have this book both in Eng-

lish and French.  This is an important as well as fascinat-

ing read! 

3. To the End of the Land by David Grossman ï a mov-
ing novel about a mother who wanders through Israel, dis-

covering the land her son is fighting for so that she doesnôt 

have to be home in case the army knocks on her door to 

tell her that her son has been killed.  

4. Embers  by Sandor Marai ï  Published in 1942, this 
novel by a famous Hungarian writer is  set during the time 

of the decaying Austro-Hungarian Empire. An old general 

ñprepares to receive a rare visitor, a man who was once his 
closest  friend, but whom the general has not seen in 41 

years.ò  The general plans to confront his friend about a 

secret he has been keeping about his friend.   The tension 
in this novel is unbelievable.   Embers addresses the hurt-

ful things between us that are left unsaid.    

4. My First Book of Words:  Portuguese, Greek, Polish, 

Japanese, Russian, German, Hindi, Mandarin Chinese, 

Spanish, French and Korean. These are great picture books 

that teach children their first words in foreign languages.   

There are many, many new books, so come and check us
