 Elementary students will take the 

Measures of Academic Progress (MAP) test 

next week.  The MAP test is a computer gen-

erated external assessment taken by students 

in the US and worldwide.  It is an adaptive 

test, meaning questions get progressively 

difficult if a student answers them correctly 

and easier if they answer incorrectly.  This 

allows us to identify the limits of a student’s 

knowledge and ability and more effectively 

address learning needs.  Student performance 

is compared with that of all students who 

take the test worldwide.  Ninth graders will 

take the MAP beginning September 13th and 

students in grades 6-8 will take the test be-

ginning September 15th.  Please make sure 

your child gets adequate rest and eats a 

healthy breakfast during their testing period. 

 Every year we host Curriculum Nights 

at ISPS when parents meet with their chil-

dren’s teachers to learn details about the aca-

demic content that will be taught during the 

school year.  These meetings also allow par-

ents to meet the teachers and learn about 

school routines and expectations.  The Mid-

dle School Curriculum Night will be held on 

Wednesday, September 8th from 5:30-8:00 

PM.  The Elementary School Curriculum 

Night takes place on September 14th begin-

ning at 5:30.  High school follows with a 

meeting on Thursday, September 16th at 6:00 

PM.  Please mark your calendars now and 

take part in these informative sessions.

Students may still sign up for 

these sessions and enrolment forms are avail-

able at the front desk.  I encourage students 

to take part in these activities as they intro-

duce them to experiences and skills they may 

not encounter during the regular school day.
