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1. CAISSA PHILOSOPHY 

CAISSA should encourage the development of students through athletic 

endeavor. The organization should seek to create, promote and foster co-

operation among its member schools by providing a forum for communi-

cation and discussion through the medium of sporting activity. CAISSA 

should enhance the development of the athletic program of each member 

school and enrich the educational experience of all involved. 

 

2. CAISSA GOALS 

CAISSA shall: 

promote the exchange of sport activities between member schools; 

facilitate the smooth operation of all CAISSA programs; 

encourage intercultural cooperation; 

foster the principles of teamwork and group participation; 

develop self-control, discipline and fair play; 

encourage participation to the best of one’s abilities; 

reward outstanding achievement in competitive activities. 

 

3. AWARDS  

i) CAISSA cup award 

The CAISSA Cup will be awarded at the end of the last tournament of 

each year. It will be awarded to the school that has accumulated the most 

points throughout the 3 seasons. The points system is as follows:  

Team Awards (Sportsmanship/Spirit): Winner: 3 Points, Second Place: 2 

Points, Third Place: 1 Point.  There will be two distinct and mutually ex-

clusive team awards at each tournament, one for boys and one for girls. 

Individual Boys or Girls Team: Champions: 5 Points, Second Place: 3 

Points, Third Place: 1 Point 

If a school wins all championships (6) and all team awards (6) they would 

have 48 total Points. 

ii) Team Awards  

The Team Awards will be awarded at each tournament to the boys and girls 

teams that have exhibited the most sportsmanship on the field and the most spirit 

off of the field. The final vote tally will be the combined total of ballots from 

each team (boys vote for other boys teams only and girls vote for other girls 

teams only), each coach in the respective sport, and each Athletic Director for 

both sports.   
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The JV teams and coaches from the host school will not be eligible to re-

ceive votes nor participate in the voting process.  The point system for 

CAISSA Cup standings will be: Winner: 3 Points, Second  Place: 2 Points, 

Third Place: 1 Point.  

 

In the case of a tie, the tie breaker will defer first to the Athletic Directors 

votes, second to the players votes, and third to the coaches votes, and fi-

nally to a coin toss.  The winning boys and girls teams will be announced 

and presented with a plaque at each tournament.  All other vote totals will 

be kept in confidence by the Athletic Directors.  This award symbolizes 

the true spirit of CAISSA.  

 

iii) All-Tournament Awards  

All-tournament teams will be selected for each tournament category. All-

Tournament trophies will be purchased by host school.  The tournament 

director at each tournament will provide an all-tournament ballot. The se-

lection of all-tournament players will be by coaches’ vote.  The coaches 

will meet directly after the championship game to determine the all-

tournament team.  Overall play and sportsmanship is considered.   

The specific number of players for each all-tournament team will be de-

cided by the place finish (1st place through 4th or 5th place) as follows: 

  5 Team Tournament 

Basketball: 2 – 1 – 1 – 1  
 

 iv) MVP Awards 

The MVP will be selected from the all-tournament team.  A separate tro-

phy is awarded to the MVP. 

 

4. CAISSA PARTICIPATION RULES AND GUIDELINES 

All participants will be expected to abide by the following CAISSA rules 

and guidelines: 

Use of Tobacco, Alcohol or Illegal Drugs 

The use of tobacco, alcohol or illegal drug use is expressly prohibited at 

all times for the entire duration of the CAISSA trip. 

    The entire duration of the trip includes all travel to and from the host 

country and all the time in the host country. 
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Curfew 

Students will be in their hosts’ house no later than the stated curfew. 

 Students are not allowed out after the stated curfew. 

Host parents should report any infractions of these rules or any resistance 

with regard to them to the host school tournament director immediately. 

 

Expectations 

Any sight seeing, travel or exploration will be done only with permission 

of the coach and host family. 

Athletes must attend all official organized tournament events 

Any unusual circumstances or problems, which occur during the stay, 

will be reported as soon as possible to the tournament director or your 

coach. 

 

5. CAISSA consequences for rule infractions 

Any disciplinary action regarding rules infractions will be dealt with by a 

committee consisting of the tournament director, head of the host school 

and one co-opted visiting athletic director or administrator not connected 

with the incident.  The committee may decide on any one or combination 

of the following sanctions: 

Athlete will be banned from one or more games. 

Athlete will no longer be allowed to participate in the tournament. 

Athlete will be banned from one or more future CAISSA Tourna-

ments. 

Athlete will be removed from the host home and housed with his/her 

coach 

Athlete will be sent home on next available flight (at parents’ ex-

pense). 

Athlete will not be eligible for athletic awards at the end of year ath-

letic banquet for the sport in which the violation occurred. 

Athlete will be required to complete a maximum of 50 hours of com-

munity service in order to be eligible to compete in future tournaments 

A graduating athlete will have to fulfill 50 hours of community service 

in order to participate in the graduation ceremony and receive their 

diploma and transcripts upon graduation 

 

CAISSA will follow these rules / guidelines with activity performance 

and  student health / safety in mind. 
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6. CAMPUS SECURITY 

Our security guards have been instructed to not allow athletes to leave campus 

between events unless the tournament director has granted them special per-

mission. Once athletes are on campus, they may not leave until the day’s 

events are over. Therefore athletes should bring a change of clothing to school 

everyday. 

 

7. COMMUNICATE WITH HOST FAMILY 

It will increase the opportunity for all participants to have a positive experi-

ence if you communicate with your host.  Whether it is a meal or pick up 

point, talk it over and be clear with what is expected.  If you are not sure what 

you should do, ask for clarification.  This is in everyone’s best interest.

I. RULES  

1) Rule Book: F.I.B. A. (latest edition) 

2) Ground Rules: The tournament will be governed by ground rules as instituted 

by the host school.  

II. RULE EXCEPTIONS 

Jump ball will only be used at the start of the game and overtime periods.  

An arrow set at the score table will indicate which team next gains possession on 

subsequent jump ball situations.  

Uniform Numbers: The uniform number rule will not be enforced.  

The girls will use a standard women’s size 6 basketball.   

Playing Time: 4 quarters of 10 minutes stop time, with a 10 minute half.  The only 

exception to this will be the play-in game (#4 v #5) which will be 4 quarters of 8 

minutes running time with the exception of time outs and the last 2 minutes of the 

game. 

III. ROSTERS 

Rosters (up to ten girls) must be submitted two weeks prior to the first travel day. 

Each school will use the travel information form when submitting their roster.  

The form must be complete.  

IV. SUBSTITUTION 

As allowed under F.I.B.A. rules. For other rules on substitution refer to F.I.B.A. 

rulebook.  

V. FACILITIES 

One basketball court is required.  

VI. UNIFORMS 

Each school will make every effort to have a light and dark uniform for each of 

their teams. The home school will wear the light color uniform. 

VII. SPECIAL EQUIPMENT 

Tournament Match Ball: The tournament ball (make and number) will be included as 

part of the tournament information sent out before the event.  

Scoreboards visible to coaches must be used in all games.  

VIII. OFFICIALS 

The number and source of officials is to be determined by the host school. When-

ever possible, the host school should utilize host country international sporting 

organizations to officiate tournaments.  

IX. TIE BREAKER FOR SEEDING  

Tiebreaker as stipulated   

Head-to-head play among tied teams

Rule Book: F.I.F.A. (latest edition)  

Ground Rules: The tournament will be governed by ground rules as instituted by the host 

school.  

II. RULE EXCEPTIONS 

Unlimited substitution 

Yellow Cards: A yellow card is the final warning for a player.  Any further infringement 

by the player will be indicated by a “red card”.  Yellow cards are cumulative throughout 

the tournament. Once a player receives their second yellow card they will be suspended 

for the next game, including the semifinals and finals. 

Red Card: Any player penalized with a “red card” will be evicted for that game and also 

miss the next game.  

Note: The site directors must keep an accurate record of yellow and red cards given to 

players throughout the tournament.  

Playing Time: 35 minute halves with 10 a minute halftime.  The only exception to this will 

be the play in game (#4 v #5) which will be 20 minute halves. There will be a maximum 

of 5 minutes of injury/added time in any game. 

**Please see section Soccer VIII for details regarding tie breakers** 

III. ROSTERS 

Rosters (up to 12 boys ) must be submitted two weeks prior to the first travel day. Each 

school will use the travel information form when submitting their roster. The form must 

be complete.  

IV. SUBSTITUTION 

Free substitution will be allowed as long as substitutions are made following F.I.F.A. 

procedures. 

V. FACILITIES 

One soccer pitch is required.   

VI. SPECIAL EQUIPMENT 

Tournament Match Ball: The tournament ball (make and number) will be included as part 

of the tournament information sent out before the event.  

VII. OFFICIALS 

A minimum of one referee and two assistant referees are required for all games. It is 

advised that, when possible, the head of the officiating organization should be present 

overseeing as many games as possible. His role would be to provide feedback to the offi-

cials and maintain consistency between officials. The number and source of officials is 

to be determined by the host school. Whenever possible, the host school should utilize 

host country international sporting organizations to officiate tournaments.  

VII. UNIFORMS 

Each player must wear protective shin guards.  

Each school will make every effort to have a light and dark uniform for each of their 

teams.  
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VIII. TIE BREAKER FOR SEEDING 

Head-to-head play among tied teams  

Goal differential between tied teams in head-to-head play  

Fewest total goals conceded between tied teams in head-to-head play  

Fewest total goals conceded against the highest ranked team not involved in the tie

VIII. TIE BREAKER FOR PLAYOFF GAMES CHAMPIONSHIP GAME 

Following a five-minute break after regulation play, the respective captains report 

to mid-field where the referee will perform the coin toss. 

In the case of a tie in the semi-finals, consolation, or championship game, the win-

ner will be determined by two 5 minute periods of extra time. If the game is still 

tied after the extra time, the game will be decided by penalty kicks. The entire 

overtime period will be played regardless of how many goals are scored. This is not 

a sudden victory situation. 

 

Five (5) Penalty Kicks will be taken by each team.  If the score is still tied after 

these 5 kicks, 1 more player will be selected from each team to kick until there is a 

determined winner.  The players taking the penalty kicks must have been on the 

field at the end of regulation.  If a winner has still not been determined after all 

players have taken their penalty kicks, the original kicking order will be repeated 

until a winner is determined.  

 

**Round robin games that are tied at the end of regulation shall be considered a draw. 

No overtime or shoot out will take place.**
